
INTERNET GLOSSARY

	blog
	Short for weblog. A website that displays the posts of one or more individuals that comment on a particular subject. 

	Browsers
	A software program that allows a user to view Web (HTML) documents. Examples are Microsoft Internet Explorer and Mozilla
Firefox.

	Clicking
	Pushing the button on the mouse one time. (See also Pointing)

	Cursor 
	The symbol on the computer screen that tells you where the next character (letter, number, etc.) you type will appear.  It usually appears as a blinking horizontal or vertical line.

	Domain
	The main subdivision of an internet address which determines where in cyberspace an address is found, found in the last part of an Internet address (after the final dot).

com – companies or commercial sites

edu – educational sites

gov – U.S. governmental sites

mil – U.S. military sites

net – network sites

org ​​– private (usually non-profit) organizations

	E-mail
	Electronic mail sent via computer.

	HTML (Hyper Text Markup Language)
	The programming language used in Web pages.  It contains tags that tell the browser how to display material and what to do when a link is activated.

	HTTP (Hyper Text Transport Protocol)
	Protocol for passing documents on the Web.

	Home page
	The main page of a website

	Hyperlink
	see link

	Hypertext
	A Web document that contains links that connect to other related documents

	Icon 
	A picture on a computer screen that represents a particular object or a link.   The mouse pointer turns into a hand when an icon is a link.

	Internet
	A  large computer network linking smaller computer networks that are able to share information

	Link
	A connection to other documents on the Web.  They may be text/character or graphics based. You point and click on a link to connect to a new document.  

	Modem 
	A piece of computer hardware that enables a computer to send and receive data from an Internet Service Provider.  



	Network
	A general term used to describe a group of computers that are connected by a communications channel so they may share files and other resources.

	Pointing & Clicking
	Moving the mouse pointer over an object you want to activate (See also Clicking)

	Search engines
	A software application that allows the user to search large parts of the Internet.  Search engines of different vendors vary in the amount of the Web that they index and in how they index it.

	Server
	A computer that provides services such as file storage or printing to other computers on the network.

	Site
	see website

	Telnet
	An Internet service that enables one computer to act as a terminal on another computer.  Using telnet, you can type on another computer as if you were directly connected. 

	URL (Uniform Resource Locator)
	An identifier of a resource available on the Internet, such as a webpage

	webcast
	A broadcast of an event or a recording of an event over the World Wide Web. Webcasts are usually scheduled and often live broadcasts, and are generally not interactive.

	webinar
	A kind of web conference in which remote participants interact with a teacher and with each other to conduct a seminar or conference

	weblog
	See blog

	webmail
	A system for reading and sending email at a website. Ex: hotmail.com or yahoo.com

	Webpage
	An individual document on the World Wide Web that is accessible using a web browser

	Website
	A destination on the Internet. A webpage or a set of interconnected webpages usually including a homepage and generally located on the same server.

	wiki
	A website that allows users to collaborate by editing its contents. Ex: Wikipedia, an online encyclopedia

	World Wide Web
	A collection of electronic documents or web pages made up of text, graphic, sound and moving images. 
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
