Microsoft PowerPoint: Multimedia Tips
Inserting Sound into your presentation
The Wave Format

This is supported by all computers running Windows, and by all the most popular web browsers. Sounds stored in the WAVE format have the extension .wav.
The MP3 Format (MPEG)
MP3 is one of the most popular sound formats for music recording. The MP3 encoding system combines good compression (small files) with high quality. Expect all your future software systems to support it. 

Sounds stored in the MP3 format have the extension .mp3 or .mpga (for MPG Audio).

To insert sound into your presentation 

1. Go to Insert tab on the Ribbon and choose “Sound” from the end of the bar
2. Click the drop down menu
3. Choose type of sound file you wish to use

You have the choice of using sound files from the clip organizer, sounds from a file, a CD audio track or Record your own sounds like narrations or sound effects
Inserting Video into your Presentation

The MPEG Format

The MPEG (Moving Pictures Expert Group) format is the most popular format on the Internet. It is cross-platform, and supported by all the most popular web browsers.

Videos stored in the MPEG format have the extension .mpg or .mpeg.

The AVI Format

The AVI (Audio Video Interleave) format was developed by Microsoft.

The AVI format is supported by all computers running Windows, and by all the most popular web browsers. It is a very common format on the Internet, but not always possible to play on non-Windows computers.

Videos stored in the AVI format have the extension .avi.

To insert video into your presentation 

1. Go to the Insert tab on the Ribbon 
2. Go to the Movie icon and press the drop down arrow
3. Choose type of video file you wish to use, your choices are movie from the clip organizer or movie from a file
From this menu you can insert both movies and sounds
Slide Transitions

Slide transitions are the visual movements as one slide changes to another. PowerPoint has many different slide transition options to choose from to enhance your slide show.

To insert Slide transitions 

1. Go to the Animations tab on the Ribbon
2. From here you can choose how you would like to advance your slides in the presentation, manually by mouse click or automatically you can set the time between slides.
Inserting streaming Video (e.g. Youtube) into a PowerPoint 2007presentation
Remember you must have access to an Internet source to do this

1. To begin you must have the Developer tab turned on in the Ribbon
2. To turn on the Developer tab go to the Office button in the upper right hand corner of the window at the bottom of the window click the PowerPoint Options button. Under the Popular category make sure the “Show Developer Tab in the Ribbon” has a check mark in it.
3. From the Developer Tab choose the “More Controls” icon scroll down the list until you come to  Shockwave Flash Object
4. You can then “draw” the size of the video box in your screen 
5. Right click on the video box and choose Properties  and do as follows

6. Copy and Paste the url of your video selection into the Movie field 
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Now before you can copy and paste a video link from YouTube into your PowerPoint presentation you must modify it a bit.

7. Delete the “watch?”
8. Replace the “=” symbol with a forward slash “/”
Example:

 http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6a_KF7TYKVc

Becomes

 http://www.youtube.com/v/6a_KF7TYKVc
This is where you paste the link of your video 


You must modify the link before it will work in PowerPoint
